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Intensification of Spirit of God - Easy healing

Gods words in His mouth as powerful as in our mouth?

Centurion & Jesus. “Just say the word and it will happen!”

No faith required from servant, just being sick somewhere.

Authority of speaking words of God - Declare the word of God - Declare healing.

Testimonies of financial breakthrough as people pray with faith into finances - Bible says God wants us to be a blessed to be a blessing.

Living under an Open Heaven

Hebrews 10:19-23

19 Therefore, brothers, since we have confidence to enter the holy places by the blood of Jesus, 20 by the new and living way that he opened for us through the curtain, that is, through his flesh, 21 and since we have a great priest over the house of God, 22 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. 23 Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for he who promised is faithful

God wants us to be a demonstration of life and power in these days.

John 14 - Greater works than Jesus!  (Deaf ears, HIV, AIDS, cancer, creative miracles.)

Jesus wants us to be all we can be in him

Open Heaven = Favor if God resting on people in an uninterrupted way

In way of his favor, blessing, resting on us in a way so that we can make a difference - Unhindered favor

Jesus = Unhindered access and favor with God

Started off with torn open heaven

“My son with whom I am well pleased”

Jesus hadn’t even done anything yet, no miracles, no cross (but “Well pleased!”)

It’s the same for us! - We’re in Him.

Fully connected t, dwelt in, demonstrating heaven upon earth.

Inheritance of every child of God to live in this way

John 3 - How can you believe heavenly things?

Jesus lived with his feet on earth, but dwelling place in heaven (duality)

My Father is working in heaven, but even so the Son is working.

Jesus carried the full capacity of heaven everywhere he went.

If we’re to understand what this means (to live in this way) we need to understand his theology of heaven

Crucified because = Repent, change way you think, Kingdom is near = Pharisees couldn’t stand it!

Heaven = House of God, place of YHWH, where he lives, no one else.

Jesus was bringing a radical word that blew the mind of the Pharisees.

We need to change our perspective of Heaven.

Not a place to go when we die.

Its an An expression of Gods rule here upon the earth (where God lives and it’s culture manifesting upon the earth and changing the culture of the world)

It’s a co-existing place that affects the earth, not a separate one that only accessed after we leave the earth (upon death)

Ephesians = Seated in Christ in heavenly places (NOW!!!)

At the beginning was the Garden of Eden - Man dwelling in living presence of YHWH.

Man could talk, feel, interact, engage with living God.

Sin shuts man out of Eden - Forever! (OT understanding)

OT understanding (Pharisees) would have been that they were disqualified from entering into an intimate relationship with God in this way.

Tabernacle (Hebrews pattern/representation of heaven) - Rituals to get closer to presence of God - Manifest presence stored in Arc of Covenant. “God only put in a box once!”

1st thing you saw in tabernacle was huge bronze doors - All a Gentile would see was the doors, they would never get past that point.

Sacrifices brought into the inner court, to priests - A normal Jew would go no further.

Sacrifice done, exchanged between a few priests, then only one person, once a year, could enter the Holy of Holies, as part of the sacrifice.

Go past the curtain, then breath a sigh of relief!!!

If this priest was not holy/pure (due to the blood of the sacrifice) then he would be dead (due to presence)

Sprinkle the blood on the floor, closer to the Holy place, then sprinkle blood onto the seat = All to make clean the sins of Israel.

God was demonstrating that we were shut out.

Prophet Isaiah waits for God to open the heavens - There was  no way for him to access it or get there.

The tabernacle is a pattern of the heavenly things - Hebrew says there is a new, living way into the Holy place - We’re no longer bound under these restrictions.

We’re in Christ, we have full access, His blood has been spilled on the floor, on the seat, we walk on the lamb that was slain.

The curtain that was there to separate is now open - Because of the blood of Christ!

This is a new & a living way!!! - We live under an open heaven!!!

A double minded man gains nothing - We can’t live in an OC (law) and a NC (grace)

Paul - Romans - once married t law of OC - Only way to get out is death - We’re dead and raised alive in Christ - Law no longer has a grip on us - It’s ineffective on changing our hearts.

Free access = Hearing voice of God, seeing miracles, bringing freedom

Romans 6:23 - Wages of sin = death - Gift of God is eternal life.

Truth about an Open Heaven - Day we’re born again is the day we get the full access - We don’t earn it - We’re automatically given it in Christ, no ifs, no buts.

Jacob & Esau - Jacob got into Esau to get his blessing

Don’t give up your eternal blessing for a temporary satisfaction

We’re in Christ and we get His blessing

We look like, sound like, smell like him

The Father will never reject us, get bored of us, ask us to give Him space.

What  makes heaven accessible is a man who is there now, in a heavenly body, who has prepared us and made a way for us.

God is always in a good mood and there is no sickness in heaven - So God always wants to heal.

I need to gain heavens perspective to fully experience what Christ has won for me and what I am in Him - We have full access, free access to walk straight in.

The issue isn’t our sin or our righteousness - It’s our awareness of how quickly we can come into His presence.

It’s not about our prayers, our words, or our tone - It’s about the blood on the floor of Jesus - We have full & free access - We must live from heavens perspective as a lifestyle, not a one time event.
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
